bie. the hoist must be given proper preventive mamntenance and testing as descrnibed in the ANSI 830-16 Saleiy

BEFORE OPERATING HOIST:

1 Do not operate hoist uniess you are properly lrained, physically hit, and authorized to do 50 You must be
tamiliar with ail operating controls of the hoist. warnings. and instructions on the hoist. the sale hoisting
practices hsted in this Manuai. ANSI 830-18 Safety Code (or Overhead Hoists. and all pertinent Federal.
State, and local reguiations before beginning operation

Do not aliow unqualified personnel to operate the hoist.

3 Be famihiar with the equipment and i1ts proper care. DO not operate hoist if adjustments or repairs are
necessary, if any damage of undue wesr is known or suspecled. of if any warning. operating. or capacity
ingtructions normally attached to hoist are damaged. obscuied or missing. Report same promptly to the
proper person and aiso notify next operator when changing shitts.

4 Conduct penodic visusl inspections as described in Preventive Maintenance Section of this Manual and
Make SWe NECESSArY IuDrICation and repairs are made.

5. Do not operate hoist il it is functioning improperly.

6. Do not operate hoist with an out-of-order sign attached until sign has been removed by a properily
authorized person.

7. Do not adjust or repair hoist uniess qualified tor maintenance of hoist.

8. Do not use chain as ground for weiding.

9. Do not touch a weiding electrode to the chain.

10 Never altempt t0 molorize or mechanically operate a hoist designed lor manual operation

APPLYING THE LOAD:

1.  Never wrap the hoist chain around the load, or allow 1t to drag undér load.

2.. Use slings or other approved devices {0 allach ioad as necessary.

3 Be sure the siing is properly seated in the saddie ol the hook. Do not allow hook Hatch Lo support any

part of load.

Do not apply a 10ad to tip of hook. Or in such 2 way as to cause bending or prying lorces on the hook or
hook support biock.

Be sure chains are nOt kinked or iwisted or that muilipie part chains are not twisted about each other
Do not operate hoist if chain i1s not seated properly in the sheaves.

Center hoist unit over the ioad belore litting. Avoid side pull

Never pick up a load beyond the rated capacily appeanng on the hoist. except tor properly authorized
tests.

9 Never carry personnel on the hook or the load.

10 Avoud swinging of load or load hook when traveling the hoist

11 On trolley mounted hoists. avoid sharp contact between troileys. or between trolieys and rau stops

PARKING:
1 Do not leave a ioad suspended in the air lor extended or unattended perods
2 Keep load biock above head level when noi in use )
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
